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Preferential Enrolment Policy at Hadlow Preschool

Rationale:

· We have a requirement for children to attend a minimum number of two sessions per week, but our experience shows that their holistic learning is greatly enhanced by attending more.
· The Preschool benefits from a parent-body which is committed to one early childhood centre and supportive of its philosophy, programme and special character.
Guidelines:

· Priority enrolment will be given to prospective pupils who:
· are 3.5 years old
· are prepared to attend 3 or more sessions per week, with 5 sessions being the most desirable 
·  have had a sibling attend the Preschool
· are children of Trinity School staff members.
· have been on the waiting list for a length of time
· are from families who are members of the Anglican Church.
In addition, it is noted that:

· being flexible about days will facilitate enrolment
· declining a place or delaying entry  will mean that the child cannot be guaranteed of a place at a later date.
· If the required number of sessions is not available initially, more can be added as they arise{enrolled children will be given priority when this occurs}
· No child shall be refused enrolment on the grounds of race, gender, physical disabilities or religion, however the supervisor shall have regard to the impact of enrolments upon the gender balance, and the Preschool’s maximum daily roll of 30 pupils.
